· There may be cases in which an EMT may find it necessary to be familiar with skills normally practiced at the AEMT and paramedic level. These skills include advanced airway techniques, intravenous therapy, and cardiac monitoring.

· An advanced airway technique is endotracheal intubation, the insertion of a tube into the trachea to maintain the airway.

· Additional advanced airway care devices include the Combitube, pharyngeotracheal lumen airway, the King LT, and the laryngeal mask airway.

· Intravenous therapy is used to replace fluids in a patient with shock or to administer medications.

· Cardiac monitoring with an electrocardiogram is an advanced skill that the EMT may provide assistance to the AEMT or paramedic.
